The Department of Education and Youth are currently carrying out a survey on all pre and primary schools in
the country to identify school communities views on religious ethos, gender and linguistic ethos. As you may
aware, the Dept has set a target for divestment of schools from specific religious ethos and to increase the
provision of multi-denominational schools.

They are also surveying schools on whether they would be happy to move to a coeducational setting i.e for
boys and girls schools to look at becoming co-ed.

The third question focuses on the linguistic ethos of the school. A number of years ago, due to a review taken
by the Ombudsman for Irish, direction was given that when an area is identified as a growth area and that a
new school is required that the provision of Irish-medium education should be taken into account. Therefore if
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there is no Irish medium education is in an area, then the new school should be through IRish. This was
welcomed however, due to the fall in demographics there have been no new schools opened and therefore
there have been no new Irish schools. The Department is looking at this survey as way to measure demand.
This is, however a faulty mechanism to identify demand as it is asking current parents if they would wish for
their child’s school to change to an Irish medium school, a process which is long and extremely difficult.

Please see below the message for the Department explaining the survey. We would ask all parents to take the
few minutes to fill it in and to have a voice in the make up of our school in the future. Note - coeducational
schools will not have the option to become single sex schools and GAelscoils will not change to English
medium schools.
